Come, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful  
and kindle in them the fire of your love. 

 

The giving of the Spirit to the new people of 
God crowns the mighty acts of the Father in 
salvation history. In today's First Reading the 
mysteries prefigured in that feast are fulfilled in 
the pouring out of the Spirit on Mary and the 
Apostles. The Spirit seals the new law and new 
covenant brought by Jesus, written not on 
stone tablets but on the hearts of believers. The 
Spirit is revealed as the life-giving breath of the 
Father, the Wisdom by which He made all 
things, as we sing in today's Psalm. In the be-

ginning, the Spirit came as a "mighty wind" sweeping over the 
face of the earth. And in the new creation of Pentecost, the 
Spirit again comes as "a strong, driving wind" to renew the face 
of the earth. As God fashioned the first man out of dust and 
filled him with His Spirit, in today's Gospel we see the New Ad-
am become a life-giving Spirit, breathing new life into the Apos-
tles. Like a river of living water, for all ages He will pour out His 
Spirit on His body, the Church. We are people born of water 
and spirit.
