One does not live by bread alone but by every word that comes from the mouth of God. 

The crowd in today's gospel might be on their way to accepting Jesus and his mission. They ask: 
“What can we do to accomplish the works of God?” Jesus replies that they must have faith in the one 
sent from God. The conclusion of the dialogue reveals something that touches our blindness too. 
They ask for what Jesus has just told them they have found: “Sir, give us this bread always.” Jesus 
answers plainly that he is the Bread of Life they seek. Jesus himself is the Bread of Life who will sat-
isfy every hunger and thirst. This is the first of several such statements found in John’s Gospel. We 
understand these better when we remember that God revealed his name to the people of Israel as “I 
am,” as Yahweh. Jesus is now claiming this name for himself.

 Bread Of Life 
Jesus said to them, "I am the bread of 
life. Whoever comes to me will never 
be hungry, and whoever believes in me 
will never be thirsty. In the sixth chap-
ter of John, Jesus was having conver-
sations about “manna from heaven.” In 
Jesus’ day, manna was a reminder of a 
specific time in the history of the nation 
of Israel. Just say “manna,” and his 
listeners were transported back thir-

teen hundred years to Israel’s forty-year exile in the wilder-
ness. Each day there in the wilderness, God fed the Israel-
ites with manna (bread from heaven). This heavenly bread 
was such a big deal that they made a point of celebrating it 
every year during the Passover meal. Jesus masterfully used 
this discussion about bread to teach them that they were still 
hungry for bread and famished for God. Today, more than 
two thousand years later, we’re still starving. 

We have a whole television network dedicated to food, with 
expert cooking instructions, celebrity chefs, and cutthroat 
cooking competitions. Yet, we are a starving culture. Mother 
Teresa said: "The spiritual poverty of the Western World is 
much greater than the physical poverty of our people. You, in 
the West, have millions of people who suffer such terrible 
loneliness and emptiness. They feel unloved and unwanted. 
These people are not hungry in the physical sense, but they 
are in another way. They know they need something more 
than money, yet they don’t know what it is. What they are 
missing is a living relationship with God."  
 

MESSAGE FROM BISHOP COLLI:  Step 3 of 
Reopening of Churches: On Friday, July 16th, we 
entered Step 3 of the province’s reopening plan. This 
plan allows for full capacity of our churches, according 
to what proper social distancing will allow. Most prob-
ably still marking off every second pew at this time. 
The other safety protocols are still in place however. 
Masks must be worn; social distancing in and outside 
of church; sanitizing of hands at the doors; no congre-
gational singing, but cantors and musicians are al-
lowed; no shaking of hands, and Holy Communion 
only in the hand. No children’s liturgies at this time 
and limited washroom access. No collections or pro-
cessions. Funerals and weddings and baptisms 
may all be celebrated in the church with the above 
limits and protocols. We are awaiting some updates 
from the Ontario Bishops which will give us more de-
tails about this third step and reopening. We hope to 
see a lessening of these protocols as the summer 
continues. If you have any questions, please do not 
hesitate to contact the Pastoral Centre for clarification.
