Return to me with all your heart, says the Lord, for I am gracious and merciful. 

Jesus, after writing on the ground with his finger, addresses those who stand before him and sug-
gests that the one without sin cast the first stone. Jesus then returns to his writing. This Scripture 
reading, by the way, is the only evidence we have of Jesus' writing. Yet there are no specific de-
tails about what he wrote. For example, we can easily imagine the scene where the Pharisees 
and the elders disperse. Left alone with the woman, Jesus (the one who truly is without sin) sends 
the woman on her way, refusing to pass judgment on her and encouraging her to avoid future sin. 
Redeemed by Jesus' compassion, we are sent to sin no more and live in God's love and peace.

With the government of Ontario lifting the Mandatory

gatherings will be OPTIONAL. We respect whatever 
decisions are taken & recognize everyone’s right to 
wear or not to wear a mask. However, we encourage 
some social distancing to continue.  During Sunday or 
weekday Masses, priests, deacons or other ministers 
of Holy Communion, must continue to sanitize their 
hands beforehand, continue to wear a mask while dis-
tributing Holy Communion at Mass or in other places. 
Communion from the cup is still not allowed at this 
time.  We encourage those who can, to once again at-
tend Mass at their parish church, especially as we ap-
proach the celebrations of Holy Week and Easter.

 Something New 

The Liturgy this Lent has 
shown us is the God of the 
Exodus. He is a mighty and 
gracious God, Who, out of 
faithfulness to His covenant, 
has done “great things” for 
His people, as today’s Psalm puts it. The readings look for-
ward to a still greater Exodus when God gathers in the ex-
iled tribes of Israel that had been scattered to the four 
winds, the ends of the earth. The new Exodus that Israel 
waited and hoped for has come in the death and resurrec-
tion of Jesus. Like the adulterous woman in today’s Gospel, 
all have been spared by the Lord’s compassion. All have 
heard His words of forgiveness, His urging to repentance, 
to be sinners no more. In the Church, God has formed a 
people for Himself to announce His praise, just as Isaiah 
said He would. And as Isaiah promised, He has given His 
“chosen people” living waters to drink in the desert waste-
lands of the world. But our God is ever a God of the future, 
not the past. We are to live with hopeful hearts, “forgetting 
what lies behind but straining forward to what lies ahead,” 
as Paul tells us. His salvation, Paul says, is power in the 
present, “the power of His resurrection.” - Scott Hahn
