God so loved the world that he gave us his only Son  
so that everyone who believes in him may have eternal life.  

 
The second part of today’s Gospel is a theological reflection on Jesus’ words to Nicodemus. The Gospel of John is 
in continuity with the words of the prologue. In these reflections, John elaborates on many themes: light and dark-
ness, belief and unbelief, good and evil, salvation and condemnation. Jesus is the light that has come into the 
world, but people preferred the darkness. We wish to keep our sins hidden, even from God. Jesus has come into 
the world to reveal our sins so that they may be forgiven. This is the Good News; it is why we are rejoicing in this 
season of Lent and throughout our lives.

Through him, everything is 
restored to light 
The entire New Testament is 
concerned with the central doc-
trine of redemption. The return 
of every man and everything to 
holiness, with the Father, is ac-
complished through the life, 
death, and resurrection of 
Christ. John's Gospel places 
special emphasis on the incarnation. Jesus was 
sent by the Father. He came to a fallen world and 
brought light and new life. Through his passion 
and resurrection, he restores all things to the Fa-
ther and reveals the full reality of his identity as 
the Word made flesh. Through him, everything is 
restored to light. Redemption has been accompli-
shed through Jesus Christ, but for us, it has yet to 
be accomplished. We may indeed reject the light 
and choose darkness. In baptism Christ envelops 
us: we are, as it were, "incorporated" into him and 
thus enter into union with all the baptized into the 
Body of Christ. Yet our response as humans, ma-
de possible by God's grace, requires our consent. 
Thus we then become his witnesses in the world.
