THIRD SUNDAY OF LENT                                 March 3, 2024  
 

Lord, you have words of eternal life. 
 
Jesus presents himself to his people as a true prophet. The things of God must always be done under the 
motion of the Spirit of the Lord. The Jews understand Jesus' gesture. If Jesus is a true prophet, he must 
attest it with unmistakable signs. They forget, however, that the sign of the prophet is the truth of his word. 
Jesus gives them this very sign, "Destroy this temple, and in three days I will raise it." The temple to be 
destroyed is not the temple of stone. It is instead his body, the true new temple of God. It is Jesus' resur-
rection that is the true sign that must open hearts to true faith.

"Zeal for the house of God" 
 
Like the psalmist, Christ is 
consumed with "zeal for the 
house of God". When the 
Jews ask Jesus on whose 
authority he acted, he alludes 
to the resurrection. At the ti-
me this must have seemed 
almost blasphemous. One 
finds later this comment, 
"Many believed in his name. 
The message that the Church has preached from 
the beginning is that of Jesus Christ crucified and 
risen. All the services of Lent tend to the celebra-
tion of the paschal mystery. What an extraordina-
ry vision of humanity is found there! God sent his 
Son so that the world might be reconciled to him, 
that we might be reborn to a new life in him. Yet 
sometimes we embrace all this with only human 
overconfidence. Just as with the temple markets, 
sometimes religion has a value for us that has 
little to do with the glory of God or the holiness to 
which we are called.
