Lord Jesus, open the Scriptures to us: make our hearts burn with love when you speak. 

 
The Church is given the mandate to continue the saving work of Jesus Christ: ‘In his 
name, repentance for the forgiveness of sins would be preached... You are witnesses 
to this.’ The result of Jesus had been limited in time, restricted to the pace of his disci-
ples and confined to a very small territory. Jerusalem, the center of the Jewish world, is 
Luke’s image for this determined mission. The mission of the Church, however, would 
engage many feet, many hands and many mouths. It would spread out from Jerusalem 
far and wide. ‘You will be my witnesses.
