“As the Father has loved me, so I have loved you; abide in my love.” 
 

“Abide in my Love”: Jesus speaks to a community called to share his Love. Everything is new: God is not 
a judge but a Father who reveals himself in his beloved Son; Jesus is not a mediator of a “perfect Law” 
but an announcer of a “new Law.” Jesus is not a teacher who teaches a doctrine imposed on man's frail 
shoulders, but a witness who gives a new life. Jesus is the beloved 
of the Father for being the lover who draws to himself every person 
who listens inwardly to his Word. Jesus becomes the newness of the 
community of his disciples, not pupils learning a lesson from the 
teacher, but “friends.”
