Finally, this sacrament makes 
us see, in the form of bread and wine, the one 
whom the apostles saw and followed. This sa-
crament is the greatest of all signs, the sign that 
puts one in communion with Jesus himself. 
The believer is transfigured by it, his sin is for-
given, and he anticipates the promised banquet: 
that of the wedding of the Son of God.
