Jesus has the power to heal. 
 
Here are two signs of Jesus' hea-
ling related to each other. Their 
message is complementary. 
They involve two women: one at 
the beginning of her life, the other 
at the end of long-sufferings that 
exhaust her.  Both one and the 
other will be saved by the joint action of the power 
emanating from Jesus and faith: for the woman 
her faith, for the little girl the faith of her father. It 
should be especially noted that the little girl is 
twelve years old and the woman has been suffe-
ring for twelve years. This number is not given at 
random. There is great symbolic value since it is 
linked to something being accomplished. We 
know that the day for Jesus counts as twelve 
hours, and we understand that these two signs of 
life are not mere acts of mercy, but that they con-
ceal a revelation: the time has come, sinful huma-
nity is delivered from its evils. Men can only do so 
much, and they recognize this, but for God 
nothing is impossible. Jesus asks only two things, 
"Do not fear, only continue in faith."
