One does not live by bread alone, but by every word that comes from the mouth of God. 
Jesus in the gospel is sought because he gives them bread. This is almost always the reason why man 
seeks the Lord: for some grace for the body. Jesus can and does give much more. He can and does give 
bread that lasts for eternal life. The bread they ate is only a sign, a pale figure. 
There is also no comparison with the bread given by Moses in the desert. The 
bread of God that gives life to the world is not made of matter. It is a person. The 
bread of life is Jesus himself. This bread can be eaten only by faith in Him. One 
welcomes Him, believes in Him, and receives Him as true bread. One will no  
longer be hungry. Does one believe in Him? One will no longer be thirsty.
