O Lord, you are good and forgiving, full of love for all who call to you. 
If we read today’s Gospel carefully, we will see Jesus’ first teaching is directed to the Pharisees who 
questioned him. Jesus’ words are then directed to the crowd, teaching that a person is defiled by his or 
her words and actions, not by the food that he or she eats. Jesus’ 
words challenge us as well. In our desire to show that we are holy, 
we might also give too much credence to externals, following rules 
without thinking about the intention behind them. Jesus reminds us 
that we do not make ourselves holy by our actions. Rather, we be-
come holy when we allow God’s Spirit to transform us.

me.” Strong tensions 
are perceived in the 
discussion between Je-
sus and the Pharisees. 
The subject of the de-
bate is “pure religion.” 
Jesus places man's 
heart and his liberation 
from evil at the center 
of it, while the Phari-
sees defend the out-

ward ritual of religion that came from God. When 
we first realize this, we often begin to take our faith 
more seriously, follow a Christian way of life more 
closely, and grow in faith and our relationship with 
God. We are amazed at our tendency to repeat the 
same mistakes and fall back into the same indiffer-
ence. We also understand St. Paul's cry, “I am a 
wretch! Who will deliver me from this body that 
gives me no life.”
