TWENTY – THIRD SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME – B                                                September 8, 2024 
Jesus proclaimed the good news of the kingdom and cured every sickness among the people. 
In today’s reading, Jesus heals a man who was deaf and had a speech impediment. This is a story about 
Jesus’ healing power, and in it, we find clues about our understanding of the sacrament. We are struck by 
the physical means used to heal the man, spittle and touch. In the Sacrament of Baptism, water and oil 
are used. In the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick, we are 
anointed with holy oil on the forehead and the hands. In the Eucha-
rist, bread and wine become the Body and Blood of Christ. We are 
sacramental people who believe that God’s grace is given to us al-
so through these physical signs.
